	No offender records will be removed, altered or destroyed and no material will be added to the file.

	The researcher will fully observe the rights of individuals to privacy. It is the obligation of the Department of Corrections to protect offender, youth, and staff confidentiality of information, and the researcher will observe all confidentiality rules and policies set forth by the department.
