The Sex Offender Registry Program (SORP) is responsible for monitor-
ing and tracking individuals convicted of certain sex crimes. In addi-
tion, SORP provides information to promote community awareness 
and increase public safety.

The client risk level represents a calculated likelihood of the risk to  
re-offend and is used, in part, to determine how closely clients are 
supervised. 

Supervision Type 
The total count of clients with probation cases that were ordered in 
fiscal year 2023 was 21,394 with 29,790 probation cases. Of these, 
17,048 clients started new episodes of supervision with DCC. And of 
these, 8,874 clients were new intakes (first time) with DOC. 

RISK LEVEL AND CRIMINOGENIC NEEDS 

The DOC Electronic Monitoring Center provides centralized electronic 
monitoring services for clients as an alternative to incarceration.

Criminogenic needs are attributes of clients that are directly linked to 
criminal behavior. Effective correctional treatment targets these 
dynamic criminogenic needs through interventions and case plans.  
 
The DOC uses the COMPAS assessment, a research-based assessment 
tool to identify client risk level and criminogenic needs.

CORRECTIONS AT A GLANCE 

The Division of Community Corrections (DCC) 
enhances public safety through the 
management and reduction of client risk. DCC 
provides supervision and collaboration with 
community partners to assist clients to change 
their behavior and repair the harm they have 
done. 

PROGRAMS AND SERVICES 

Also known as Purchase of Goods and Services, these funds are used 
for the benefit of clients.  

PAYMENTS COLLECTED FROM CLIENTS 

Any payment ordered by a court in connection with a criminal case is  
collected by either the court itself or by the Department and reissued as 
statutorily required. Some payments are held until a payee can be  
identified. Other payments are used to cover administrative costs. 

Court Obligations 

Supervision Fee Payments 
Clients are required to make monthly payments while under  
supervision. These funds are used (in lieu of tax dollars) to fund the  
Division of Community Corrections. 

BUDGET 

General Purpose Revenue (e.g., tax dollars) is allocated to the Division 
as well as revenue earned (e.g., client's supervision fees collected) to 
support operations.
